Patristics is a set of theological and philosophical views of “Church Fathers”,
who took up the rationale of Christianity, based on ancient philosophy and above all
on the ideas of Plato.

The concept of the “Church Fathers” was formed over several centuries. The
final characteristics are: 1) holiness of life, 2) antiquity, 3) orthodoxy and 4) official
recognition of the church. All other Christian authors were called “ecclesiastical
writers” (exegetes).

“The Church Fathers”: Athanasius of Alexandria, Basil the Great, Gregory of
Nyssa, Gregory Nazianzen, Ambrose of Milan, St. Augustine, John Chrysostom,
John of Damascus and many others.

Patristics is a single doctrine, revealed and expounded by various church
fathers with different fullness and depth. This is a set of principles and methods of
Christian philosophy.

The fundamental thesis of patristics is that the truth lies in Scripture, and the
task of the “true philosopher” is to understand and explain it correctly.

Patristics is divided into three periods.

1. The first period — apologetics — II — III century — protection of the Christian
religion, the first attempts to create a philosophical system based on Christian

A person’s ability to know God is
carried out primarily in the area of pure intuition and mystical ecstasy, direct
knowledge of God can be bestowed in the act of love for God, which is the answer of
man to the grace given by God and the culmination of virtuous Christian life.

“Divine Names”: Eternal Being, Good, Wisdom, Truth - are not logical, but
symbolic in nature, because they describe the intelligent nature that exceeds the
human mind.

distinguishes them from an uncreated God.

Firstly, he belonged to the Manichaeism, a religious movement that confessed
the opposite of good and evil, light and darkness.

things, ... we could not figure out that one is better than the other, if we would

not rely on the idea of pure good in itself ... That is why we should love God:

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Proved the reality of God in order to fill the emptiness of his soul with God, to
stop the heart's anxiety, finally, to learn to be happy.

- However, below, in the corporeal world, one thing is
not equal to three together, and two things are more than one, and
nevertheless, in the Higher Trinity one is as large as three together, and two
are no more than one. Moreover, they are infinite in themselves, as each of
them is in the others, and all together they are in each, each in all, all in all,
and together there is one whole. ” [“On the Trinity”].

God is the highest, and therefore unchangeable, being, everything that is
created from nothing receives being from Him. To some of his creations, He gave a
more perfect nature, to others He gave a less perfect one, so that they form a kind of
“ladder.” Just as knowledge is science, so there is “essence” in being.

God is incorporeal, and the divine principle is infinite and omnipresent.

“You precede any past, for in your eternity you are always in the present,
transcending any future, for the future, once arrived, becomes the past: while
You are always the same, your years have no end...” [“Confessions”]

The world is created “from nothing,” i.e. not from the Divine substance, and
not from something preexistent. One reality can emerge from the other in three ways:
1) by generation, procreation, just as a son is generated by a father; 2) by
“fabrication”, when something is made from external material; 3) by creation from
nothing, i.e. neither from own substance, nor from external.
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God from his own being gave birth to the Son, who is identical to the Father,
but the cosmos He created from nothing. Thus, there is a huge difference between
“generation” and “creation”, because in the second case the creator is called into
being “that which absolutely was not”. Such an action is an immense “God's gift”
that requires nothing in return, is obliged only to the free will and goodness of God,
the infinitely Almighty.

“We do not call the creators those who cultivate gardens, but also we
will not call creative the mother earth, who feeds everyone,... Only God is the
Creator of all creations, who embodied himself in various ways. Only God, the
hidden power, all penetrating with his presence, gives being to everything that
IS in one way or another, because, if He had not existed, there would have
existed neither one nor the other, and there could not even been ” [“The City of
God”]

Nature and man are created by God and completely depend on him, God does
not depend on man and nature in any way. Having created the world, He made sure
that order reigned in the world, and everything in the world began to obey the laws of

nature.

Evil is not existence, not being, but the lack of being, its absence, defect. There
are three levels of evil: 1) metaphysical and ontological, 2) moral, 3) physical.

1) From a metaphysical point of view, evil is not in the cosmos, but in relation
to God there are different degrees of being, depending on the finiteness of things and
on different levels of such limitations. By declaring something living vicious, or evil,
we judge it in terms of our own benefit, which is already a mistake. From the point of
view of the whole, any creature, even the most insignificant, has its own reason, its
own meaning of being, which means something positive.

2) Moral evil is a sin. He sin depends on the will of the evil one, the source of
which is the “defective cause.” The will, by its nature, gravitates to the highest Good,
But, since there are many finite benefits, it is always possible for a willing soul to
disrupt the order of the heavenly hierarchy, preferring the higher good to the lower
one. Evil stems from the fact that there is not the only good, but many. The wrong
choice between them is evil. In addition, moral evil is also in “treason against God.”

Philosophy is “the wisdom of things,”

“the comprehension of truth,” the highest kind of knowledge, the highest good for
man.

He proposed, for the first time defined and introduced into scientific use the
concepts of “substance,” “essence,” “persona,” “intellectual,” “rational,” “irrational,”
“speculative”, “predicative”, “natural”, “formal”, “temporal,” *“description,”
“definition,” “accident,” “attribute,” “consequent,” and many others.

The construction of philosophy must begin with the consideration of the soul,
which contains three organically connected forces: the plant (vital), the sensitive
(animal), and the rational. The animal soul has the capacity for sensation and
judgment, but has no capacity for foresight. Reasonable mental strength is the
highest, for human. It manifests itself in three ways: either in the contemplation of the
present objects, or in thinking about the missing (but known), or in the search for
unknown. Such intrinsic properties of rational force as imagination, the ability to
understand, nomination, mental calculation and reasoning, the ability to reach the
desired through the medium already established, that is, the ability for conclusion are
also added.

The activity of the rational soul consists in the constant implementation of
intentional acts, which reveal its natural need to know 1) whether the subject exists,
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2) what it really is, 3) what it is like, 4) why it exists.

Justified the need for a special science — logics, “science of reasoning,”
because “anyone who undertakes to study the nature of things without first
assimilating science of reasoning does not avoid errors.”

He formulated the well-known “logical square,” where A is universal
affirmative, E is universal negative, | is affirmative special, and O is negative special.
Completed the formal division of the seven liberal arts system into two stages,
corresponding to two levels of education — a trivium and a quadrivium. A quadrivium
Is a complex of mathematical sciences: arithmetic, geometry, music and astronomy.
The same should be the sequence of their study.

All concepts can be divided into three categories: (1) proper names for single
items; (2) abstract concepts of type; (3) general concepts.

In ontology, general concepts correspond to such universals as genera and
species.

In the “tree of knowledge” the highest genus is substance. Each species can be
derived from a higher genus by adding another, distinctive trait. In such way, Human
Is formed from an animal by joining to the animality the sign of rationality.

The genus is primary in relation to the species: “If we destroy the genus, the
species will be also destroyed, because if there is no animal, then there will be no
human” [“Consolation of Philosophy”].

Gave matter the ability to unite what is in isolation.

The concept of “something that is” corresponds to the Aristotelian concept of
the primary essence. It is different from both being (“the other is being, the other is
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what is”) and the properties inherent in
“something that is” that are conceptually  “Every thing is this
displayed  through ~ common  concepts. and that, that is '
“Something that is, can have anything besides  ;opnection of their
something that it is by itself,” i.e. various
accidents can be attributed to it (a random,
almost always insignificant property of a thing;
it is opposed to essence (substance)), but it as a L=
substance is something “in its essence.” [“Consolation of Philosophy”]
Thus, in every thing three types of
logical and ontological primary elements can be distinguished, which make up its
structure: substance (“something that is”), accidents and being.
Matter is the source of multiplicity and complexity. Form is a source of unity
and simplicity.

Entities are extended and discrete. “Some of them are inseparable and
fastened in all their parts and do not have any borders (inside themselves) -
such are, for example, wood, stone and all bodies, which are actually called
quantities. Others are disconnected and consist of separate parts, i.e. they, like
heaps, are gathered together as, for example, the Greek people, the crowd or
something, parts of which are enclosed within their own borders and are
separated from others by borders. This is the name - plurality” [“On
Arithmetic”].

The world is created in the image of numbers and has a numerical structure.
All numbers are based on one, but being itself depends on unity, which means it is
subjected to one, which is therefore called the “mother of everything.” A unit is a
structure-forming principle, in geometry it corresponds to a point. Therefore, lines,
flat and three-dimensional figures correspond to the added units (numbers). However,
the unit itself is not a number (plurality), and every plurality is opposite to unity.
Binary is the elementary plurality. Yet other numbers take on the properties of the
unit and the binary. The odd numbers are dominated by the properties of the unit,
they express stability, certainty, immutability, completeness of being; even numbers
have the properties of the binary, expressing instability, mobility, incompleteness of
formation. From even and odd by means of proportion and measure, world harmony
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is formed, which is expressed in the periodicity, consistency and rhythm of natural
and human phenomena.

Coherence, harmony of celestial movements and all observed natural processes
constitute “world music,” which is perceived by man due to the equally harmonious
structure of the human body and the human soul and harmony existing between them,
that is, due to “human music.”

The third kind of harmony is “instrumental music”, which is born when the
sounds and intervals between them form relationships and compositions that
reproduce the music “world” and “human”; in this case, the musical creation, by
virtue of its natural affinity for the human soul, gives it joy.

Music can affect a person in a variety of ways, affecting the manners and
customs of people. Not all music is permissible in a normal society. To create
morally perfect music, you need to comprehend the harmony of the world. And this
can do only a philosopher.

Scholasticism
(Greek — school, scholar)
IX — XV century
philosophical system that combines logic and theology,
the highest stage in the development of medieval philosophy
sometimes scholasticism is called “school philosophy”

All those who were engaged in the sciences,
and especially philosophy, were “scholastics,”
this title was an honorary, the meaning was
close to the “scientific theorist.”

Scholasticism is the classic form of religious philosophy.

In the development of scholasticism can be distinguished the following
periods:
¢ VII-IX century — preparatory period (John Scot Eriugena)
¢ IX-XII century — a period of considerable controversy between Roman Catholic
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theologians about the role of faith and reason (Anselm of Canterbury, Pierre
Abelard). This period continues the patristic problematics, being its development.

¢ XIII century — “The golden age of scholasticism,” mature or high scholasticism
(Thomas Aquinas). Scholasticism is flourishing in the framework of the activities of
many universities, theological faculties in them are considered to be the main ones;
huge treatises are written (Sums) according to logics and theology, containing the
entire body of relevant knowledge.

¢ XIV-XV century — Late scholasticism (Roger Bacon, John Duns Scott, William
Ockham); the aggravation of contradictions within scholasticism, the weakening of
the authority of the Catholic Church, the processes of liberation of philosophy from
the influence of theology, the increasing influence of positive, experienced
knowledge.

The aim of scholasticism was systematization, rational and logical
substantiation of Christian dogma, the desire to regularize and make Christian dogma
accessible, for the wide spread of Christianity required, on the one hand, a rather
large number of priests, and on the other hand, maximum simplification of dogma for
its easier perception by ordinary believers.

This is an intellectual tradition, within the framework of which the norms of
scholarly discussion, work with written sources, text design (links, red line, etc.),
evidence construction method were developed.

A typical feature of scholastic scholarship was authoritarianism. The training
was commentary.

Philosophy was recognized as “the handmaiden of theology,” which should not
find the truth (it has already been given in the Bible) and not dispute it (it is declared
heresy), but only reinforce, comment, draw conclusions from what was recognized by
the true Christian church. Theologians believed that, firstly, with the help of reason, it
Is easier for science to penetrate the truths of faith, secondly, using philosophical
arguments, it is possible to exclude criticism of saints, Christian truths, and, finally,
thirdly, with the help of philosophy, one can give systematic form to religious truths,
I.e. create a complete, fully evidential system of Christian doctrine.

One of the main themes of scholasticism is the debate about the nature of
universals, i.e. about the nature of common concepts. Scholastics are often divided
into directions depending on how the question “Where and how do common concepts
(universals, forms of things) exist?”.

Realists argued that universals are the thoughts of God and the prototypes of
things that exist before things and beyond things (really). Moreover, only general
concepts or universals have a true reality, and not single objects that exist in the
empirical world.

“Realists” were opposed by nominalists, who believed that the common exists
after things, in the mind of man in the form of simple signs (names) of classes of
similar things. The extreme nominalists considered the word, name, “Nomen” the
bearer of the general.

Moderate nominalists saw a medium in common not only in the word, but also
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in the concept — *“conceptus,” hence the name of moderate nominalists -
“conceptualists.” Universals exist in the mind in the form of concepts that reflect the
essential properties of things.

There were three points of view on the question of the relationship between
knowledge and faith.
1. Knowledge and faith are antipodes. Faith does not need knowledge, for
“revelation” is its foundation.
2. Knowledge and faith can coexist, for they have different sources. Knowledge
closes on reason, and faith closes on “revelation.” Therefore, philosophical and
theological truths do not exclude each other.
3. Knowledge and faith, philosophy and theology must unite and ensure the
realization of the kataphatic (affirmative) theological concept.

It is necessary to distinguish objects with their
properties and words. Words are not inherent in things, but become their designation
by virtue of human determination. The word is secondary in relation to the thing it
designates.

Universal is a word that refers to a whole class of objects. They arise in sensory
experience in the process of abstraction and exist in the human mind. The radical,
believing in the objectivity of universals, loses the reality of the individual and the
unitary. The one who does not see the forest behind the trees, trusting only the
unitary, falls into empiricism, whose sin is in wretched descriptiveness.

Universals are not empty verbal formulas, but valuable logical and linguistic
categories that form a bridge between the world of thought and the world of being.

Admitted the importance of Christianity. But his truths are not new. Many of
them appeared in ancient philosophy.

The most valuable achievement of ancient philosophy is dialectics. Dialectics
helps to distinguish the true from the false, it is a reliable tool in dispute.

Distinguished dialectic from sophistry. Dialectics, rather, logics, is built in the
classical way.

The goal of knowledge is to achieve truth that can only be understood with the
help of dialectics. Dialectics analyzes the terms of the language. Control over the
semantic connection of terms with reality, denoted by objects, is the first task of
dialectics.

Doubt is the stimulus that awakens scientific research, the starting point of
research leading to truth.

Proposed a general method of working on texts. The first rule is to analyze the
text, find out the meaning of the terms used in it. The second rule is the establishment
of authenticity of the text in relation to the author.
Third is verification of doubtful texts, by comparing
them with authentic.

He called for a conscious attitude to sacred
texts.

Faith includes reason. Mind is necessary.
Mechanical repetition of sacred formulas without
understanding is not faith.

A person can improve in faith only by improving his
knowledge through dialectics. Defined faith as an “assumption”
about things that are inaccessible to human senses.

The mind has the right to reject everything erroneous in church works, and in
case of contradictions, choose those arguments that he deems more convincing.
Between the human mind and the divine Logos there is a place for a critical
rationality.

Science and philosophy recognize the real natural and human world. Objects of
faith and science are different. The concept of “two truths” emerged.

" Ethics is “the goal of all sciences.”

A person of free will can not only sin, but
also be virtuous. By itself, the act of man is neither
good nor evil. It becomes good or evil, depending
on the beliefs of the subject.

Religion and science have different ways of attaining truth. Religion and
theology gain their truths in revelation, Scripture. Science and philosophy come to
truth through experience and reason. However, in
theology there are truths that can be justified from a
philosophical point of view.

Principles of dogma need rational
justification only as an additional strengthening of
faith. Such questions are the question of God being,
certain properties of God, the immortality of the
human soul.

Some theories of theology cannot be justified
in a rational way: the existence of the Divine
simultaneously in three persons (God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy
Splrlt) the emergence of universe in time from nothing, the teaching of original sin,
............................... eternal bliss and punishment in Paradise and hell.

Evidence of the existence of God:

1) “Kinetic”: since the self-movement of objects is
impossible, then, therefore, each object must be moved by
another, which means that a prime mover should exist.

2) God is the first creative cause of the world: * It is necessary to put some
primary producing cause, which everyone calls God” [“The Summa
Theologica”].

3) There are many accidents in the world, but if this is not a chaotic existence,

then there must be a need that holds all accidents together, this is God.

4) There are different degrees of perfection in the world. But a different degree of
perfection must be determined by some single measure, a certain model of perfection
that is God.

5) Divine guidance of the world, which is based on the recognition of

expediency that exists in the universe.

All this evidence is cosmological in nature; i.e. come from the phenomena of
the material world, in which traces of the “first cause,” God can be found.

General cannot be directly present in the human mind. The source of the
general is the supernatural mind of God, the general is the essence that is endowed
with everything that exists in the world, as well as God.

God created the world in accordance with harmony, but in the future God
intervenes in the affairs of the world and controls it, although he does not direct the
movement of every thing that may have natural causes studied by science.

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Medieval philosophy of Eastern nations is called Arabic.
In the era of the Prophet Muhammad (570 — 632), scattered
and conflicting Arab tribes were united under the banner of
the new religion — Islam. And by the beginning of VII
century, a huge multinational state was formed, stretching

from Turkestan to Spain - the Arab Caliphate.
The main spiritual source for the Arabs, along with
Islam, was Greek science and philosophy, primarily the works
of Plato and Aristotle.

At that time in the East, thanks to the merits of Arab thinkers, the rise of
philosophy, science, art occured.

The formation of medieval Arabic philosophy was associated with several
prerequisites.

Firstly, Islam itself contributed to the formation of philosophy and science.
Mahomet, carrying his teachings to people, relied not only on strength, but also on
rationality; he opposed his teaching as “knowledge” to ignorance. Therefore, the
knowledge of peace in the Arab world is an important activity, the search for a
person’s place in the world.

Secondly, the Arabic philosophy arose as a result of contacts with Europe. In
the IXth century, the Arabs became widely acquainted with the natural science and
philosophical heritage of antiquity. In the focus of their attention is the philosophy of
Aristotle, with its overwhelming interest in issues of natural science and logic.

Thirdly, Islam in many ways resembles Christianity: it is a religion that
prescribes faith in the one god and denies the existence of other deities. For this
reason, the contact between European philosophy (both Christian and Christianized
antiquity) and Arabic philosophy was quite possible.

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Arabic medieval philosophy in its development went through two main stages.:
1) VII - IX century — period of origin;
2) IX — XV century — the period of assimilation of ancient Greek philosophy.

The main directions of Arabic philosophy are:
1) kalam: mutakallim school; school of mutazilites; Asharit School;
2) sufism;
3) community “Brothers of purity”;

Mutakallim justified religious dogmas using a rational method of reasoning.

Mutazilites (“isolated”) opposed the literal understanding of the
Koran, defending its allegorical interpretation
and its created character; rejected “The ink of
anthropomorphic ideas about God (according 4,0 scholar is
to which God had a human appearance and ¢ ,.o5pectable
human properties (will, speech, hearing, etc.).); rejected ¢ 4. bivod of
the idea of predetermination of fate and defended the idea
of free will of a person, and therefore person’s
responsibility for his actions, believed in the power and
intelligence of a person. They adhered to the idea of the
atomic structure of the world: atoms were understood as non-extended particles, each
of which is constantly controlled by Allah. Identified the God and the Universe.
Representatives of Sufism considered voluntary renunciation of the
outside world, asceticism, contemplation, mysticism as the highest good
for man. The main goal to which the Sufis strive is to merge with God,
which can be achieved through the love of God and his intuitive
comprehension in a state of ecstasy. To do this, the killing of the flesh,
the endless repetition of certain prayer formulas, special dances, etc. are
practiced. Most often, Sufi ideas are presented in the form of parables, anecdotes and
poems with a double meaning.

Man is mortal. Only those minds that, thanks to enlightenment by an active
mind, comprehend philosophical truth or truth in almost adequate symbols, will be
worthless of immortality.
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Philosophy plays an important role in political life. Ideally, the ruler should be
a philosopher and a prophet.

Philosophy provides the theoretical knowledge necessary for the proper
organization of society in accordance with the hierarchical model of being. But this
knowledge must be told to the mass of citizens in a symbolic form. Hence it is clear
that the ideal ruler must have the prophetic gift. In real life, the philosopher and the
politician have to act together.

The ideal of the state is a city. The virtuous city (ideal society) ““is designed to
provide a prosperous environment for free choice, which will allow people to become
happy.” In this city-state there is no oppression and enslavement of citizens, between
whom friendship and mutual aid are established. The opposition to a virtuous city, “a
lost city” is one “that believes that happiness will be after this life.”

“Only through the unification of many people helping each other, where
each gives the other a certain amount of what is necessary for his existence, a
person can achieve that perfection to which he is intended by nature”
[“Treatise on the Views of the Residents of the Virtuous City™].

Parts of an ideal society are likened to organs of the human body.

“ A virtuous city is like a perfect healthy body, all the organs of which
help each other in order to preserve the life of a living being and make it as
complete as possible.” [“Treatise on the Views of the Residents of the Virtuous
City”].

All sciences are divided into two areas: theoretical and practical. Theoretical
sciences investigate the existing independently of human activity, practical - the
activity itself. The purpose of the former is to comprehend the truth, the latter is the
achievement of good. Logics is not included in this classification, it is like
“Instrumental’” science that anticipates all other sciences.

Theoretical sciences include physics, mathematics and metaphysics. In these
areas of knowledge there are primary (pure) and secondary (applied) sciences.

“Pure” physics includes questions about matter, form, motion, minerals,
animals, plant, animal, and human souls; applied physics includes medicine,
astrology, physiognomy, dream interpretation, the science of talismans, magic and
alchemy.

“Pure” mathematics includes arithmetic, geometry, astronomy, and music
theory. Applied disciplines are Indian decimal notation and algebra, square definition,
mechanics, issues related to the manufacture of weights, graded instruments, optical
instruments and mirrors, hydraulics, astronomical and geographical maps, art of
making musical instruments.

“Pure” metaphysics examines the first principles of science, evidence of the
existence of the essential, its unity and its attributes, primary and secondary “spiritual
substances,” the method of subjugating bodily substances to “spiritual substances.”
Applied metaphysics is about revelation and otherworldly retribution.

Practical sciences include politics, home economics and ethics. Politics is the
science of controlling the people; home economics is the science of home
management; ethics is the science of a person himself (what a person should be).

Logics is a propaedeutics to philosophy, and philosophy is divided into
theoretical, or speculative, philosophy (including physics, mathematics and theology)
and practical philosophy (including ethics, economics and politics).

Developed a number of problems of logic: the theory of conditional syllogisms,
the improvement of their classification, etc.

Theology is subdivided into the first theology, which contains what later
became known as ontology and natural theology, and the second theology, which
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deals with topics that relate to Islamic thought itself.

The formation of physical bodies involves matter, form, and non-being. Non-
being is understood as the possibility of an object. At the same time, the possibilities
of each item are different. Forms are not introduced into matter from outside, but
exist in it in the possibility.

Distinguished the essence and existence of things.

One kind of being is possible being. And a thing that may or may not exist
needs a reason for its existence. This reason could be another possible thing, and so
on to infinity.

The being may be hypothetically necessary - in the sense that it must exist if
there is some other being, or absolutely necessary - in the sense that it must exist by
virtue of its very essence. An absolutely necessary being - the one that exists because
of itself, or because it is what it is. Hypothetically necessary things exist because of
something else.

The existence of possible things (things that start
and cease to exist) implies the existence of an
absolutely necessary being. And since the possible

.. things that are understood in this way, obviously exist,
itis the root cause f . - . .

An absolutely necessary being is not only the
ultimate cause of all other beings, but also a personal being that knows everything
that comes from it.

Matter — the principle of individuation, it is possible the existence of many
things that have similar forms and therefore belong to the same species. These things
begin and then cease to exist.

A thing that begins and ceases to exist depends in
its existence on an external cause, which in turn
depends on another cause, and so on to infinity.
However, this series can not be different than it is. If it

The universe is the universe of necessary
connections. It is thoroughly deterministic. There is no place for human freedom,
except, of course, freedom in the sense that man’s actions are determined by him.

An active mind is not just a function or ability of the human mind, its activity
Is necessary to comprehend the universal concept or essence.

In addition to ordinary cognition, there is a special, intuitive cognition, in
which the soul can consist in direct communication with the world's mind. The
prophecy is based on such knowledge. Here, knowledge flows into the soul without
the help of the senses, and then is shaped into sensual images in order to adapt
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knowledge to understanding.

Distinguishes between the plant (associated with reproduction, growth and
nutrition), animal (the power of movement and the power of perception) and the
human (rational) soul. Other (lower) souls are subordinate to the human (rational
soul).

“I”is rather the soul than the body. Personal self-identity can thus be preserved
without a body, and the rational soul is immortal. With aging, the body and the forces
peculiar to it weaken, and the mind, on the contrary, grows stronger. Consequently,
the mind is a substance that is independent of the body in its being. After the death of
the body, the soul leads an independent life. The analogue of such a life is a dream,
when the thinking power (imagination) acquires an independent life, independent of
external senses.

In the future life, the soul is waiting for reward or punishment. Remuneration is
knowledge or contemplation of purely intelligible realities, and punishment is
deprivation of such knowledge.

Emphasizes the role of the prophet, who receives enlightenment without a
preliminary process of logical reasoning. Illumination affects the power of the
imagination of the prophet with the help of the “inner feeling” and is expressed in a
generally understood form capable of exerting influence on ordinary people. The
prophet becomes the legislator.

(too much knowledge is useless and may even be

A person must learn to govern himself. To do this, you need critical self-
observation, identifying your shortcomings. But with introspection it is difficult to be
objective; therefore, the help of a close friend is needed, “which would be like a
mirror for him, showing his good deeds to be good, and bad to be bad.”

It is necessary to cultivate four qualities: abstinence, courage, wisdom and
justice. These qualities are the middle between the extremes: greed — temperance —
apathy; cowardice — courage — recklessness; depression — justice — the tendency to
oppress others, etc.

Essence exists in the form of substances, which are separate entities. Universal
things or substances do not exist. A material substance has a form that makes it a
member of a certain kind and is individualized due to the matter of the named
substance. And the mind can form a universal concept, concentrating on form and
distracting from the factors of difference. Forms exist only in substances, although

the mind can represent them separately.

Matter exists as a constant possibility of the forms that arise from it; matter and

form are inseparable and form unity.

From a metaphysical point of view, every material substance consists of an act
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and a potency. It is something of a certain kind, but it can change - substantively or
accidentally. Since change, becoming, “movement” requires a reason, then there is a
first, or supreme, motionless engine and a first reason.

Only scientific knowledge leads to a goal. And here constant, unceasing mental
work is necessary. Deep knowledge is available only to deep minds. That is why
philosophy is the noblest occupation that a person can devote himself to.

Glossary
Accident is an accidental, transient, temporary, non-essential property.

Alchemy is the name of chemistry in the pre-scientific period of development. A
particle “al” indicates its Arabic origin. The alchemists of Ancient Egypt (3-4
centuries AD) sought, through a fantastic “philosopher’s stone,” to turn simple metals
into gold and silver, to find a “life elixir” that supposedly would provide people with
eternal youth. In the 9-16 centuries. alchemy gained wide popularity in Western
Europe.

Antecedent and consequent — the members of the implication, the antecedent stands
before the sign of the implication, the consequent stands after it.

Apocatastasis — the reduction of all things to the original state, the time of the
fulfillment of prophetic ideas about the establishment of the Kingdom of God on
earth with the arrival of the Messiah.

Apologetics is a branch of Christian theology that substantiates the teachings of
Christianity. Includes a theological analysis of the main religious tenets, “proof” of
the existence of God, the doctrine of the signs of “divine revelation,” “refutation” of
the views of religion’s critics, consideration of the relationship of religion to
morality, art, science, philosophy and so on.

Aposteriori and a priori — the philosophical concepts denoting the knowledge
acquired from experience - a posteriori and knowledge that exists in the mind before
experience, prior to experience — a priori.

Areopagitics — a collection of patristic works, consisting of treatises “On the Divine
Name,” “Mystical Theology,” “On the Celestial Hierarchy,” “On the Church
Hierarchy” and 10 letters attributed to the first bishop of Athens, Dionysius
Areopagite. Areopagitics are outstanding works of early Christian philosophy, in
which an attempt is made to synthesize Christian dogma and neo-Platonic tradition.
The most important idea of the Areopagitics, which had a significant impact on the
development of Christian mysticism, were set forth in the doctrine of the so-called
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apophatic (negative) theology, according to which it is impossible to attribute to any
one objectively specific attribute to a god - an absolutely transcendental being.

Asceticism is a moral principle, which consists in the extreme limitation of a
person’s needs, self-denial, in refusing it from life's benefits and pleasures with the
aim of self-improvement or the attainment of a moral or religious ideal.

Attribute is a necessary, essential, inalienable property of an object or phenomenon,
without which they have no definiteness and can neither exist nor be conceived.

Cataphatic, or affirmative theology is a religious teaching that recognizes the
possibility of a partial, relative knowledge of God by analogy between him, the
world, and man. In accordance with this doctrine, God is known by the signs and
definitions that are in the Bible, as well as by the results of his “creation.”

Catechism is a book containing a brief, popular exposition of the foundations of the
Christian faith and morality (mainly in the form of questions and answers) intended
for the initial teaching of religion. The catechism, as a rule, built on the basis of the
Creed, the Ten Commandments of God, prayers, sometimes includes liturgical and
religious songs, illustrations on biblical subjects.

Church fathers are church writers of 2-8th century, in whose writings Christian
dogma acquires a conceptual setting.

Conceptualism is a trend in medieval nominalism. Representatives of conceptualism
argued that universals really do not exist either before things or in things themselves,
but they are only general concepts, concepts about things, and these concepts are
formed by abstracting from really existing, single objects of certain joint properties.

Cosmology — in natural philosophy is a philosophical position about the world, its
origin and structure.

Creationism is a religious idealistic doctrine that explains the origin and diversity of
the world as “God's creation.”

Definition — a logical determination of the content of any concept.

Description is a special construction that plays the role of additional proper and
common names in formalized languages.

Dualism is the principle of a philosophical explanation of the essence of the world,
which proceeds from the recognition of the existence in it of two origins (substances)
— spirit and matter, ideal and material. The opposite of dualism is monism.

Ecclesiastes Book is one of the teaching books of the Old Testament.
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Ecstasy is a state of special spiritual delight, experience, concentration of a person on
a certain object.

Emanation is a term introduced by the ancient philosophers, which meant the ascent
of the lower forms of being from higher being - the only universal inviolable
beginning.

Empirism, the direction in the theory of knowledge, as opposed to rationalism,
considers sensory experience the only source and criterion of knowledge, and in
forms of thinking it sees only a purely subjective means of systematizing ideas.

Eschatology is a religious doctrine about the final fate of mankind.

Eucharist — oblation - one of the 7 sacraments in the Catholic and Orthodox
churches. It consists in treating believers with bread and wine, which, according to
the teachings of the church, when performing a ceremony, are mysteriously turned
into “the body and blood of the Lord”.

Exegetics is a theological discipline dealing with the interpretation of biblical texts.

Heresies — religious movements, oppositional or hostile to the dominant church,
various deviations from the official dogma of any religion.

Heretics is a term used in relation to a person whose views are opposed to the
Christian dogmas created by the Ecumenical Councils.

Hypostasis is a concept in Christian theology that characterizes the features of each
of the three similarities of the coessential divine Trinity.

Intention is the term of scholastic philosophy, which designated the intention,
purpose, orientation of consciousness, thinking on some subject.

Kalam is a term used in medieval Muslim literature in a broad sense it is reasoning
on religious and philosophical topics, and in a special sense it is a discipline which
interprets the tenets of Islam based on understanding rather than religious authority.

Manichaeism is a religion that arose in the early feudal era in the 3rd century AD in
Persia, and after spread to Europe and Asia. The name was given on behalf of its
founder, the semi-mythical preacher Mani. In ideological terms, Manichaeism is the
result of the synthesis of Zoroastrianism and Christianity, in the social it is a peculiar
form of resistance of the masses of free community members to the process of feudal
coercion. Borrowing from Christianity the idea of messianism, Manichaeism took
advantage of the Zoroastrian principle of dualism, which recognized the coexistence
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of God's light, goodness, spirit, and the kingdom of darkness, evil, and matter. As a
result of their struggle, matter will perish, and the spirit will find freedom.

Monism is the philosophical principle of explaining the diversity of the world as a
manifestation of a single beginning - matter or spirit, the opposite of dualism and
pluralism.

Monotheism — a form of belief and worship, is to worship the one God. Monotheism
is formed by the established ethnic groups, with more or less developed economic
and economical ties and centralized statehood.

Mysticism — in a broad sense is a recognition of the supernatural essence of
phenomena, in the narrow is a religious and philosophical outlook, based on the
belief in the possibility of direct supersensible and super-intelligent communication
of man with the intangible, spiritual world - God, spirits, and so on.

Neo-Thomism is an objectively idealistic doctrine, the official philosophical doctrine
of Catholicism. Revives and modernizes the scholastic doctrine of Thomas Aquinas,
combining it with the idealistic philosophies of the 18th and 20th centuries.

Nominalism is a trend in medieval scholastic philosophy, which, in contrast to
medieval realism, considers that only unitary individual things really exist, and the
general concepts (so-called universals) are only signs or names generated by human
thinking.

Orthodoxy — in religion — orthodoxy, supportive and unswerving follow the
traditional teachings of the church. Orthodoxy is a firm consistency of views, and it
does not allow any deviations from them.

Pilgrim is the name of a pilgrim traveler in Catholicism . Pilgirms appeared in the 4th
century, traveled to worship the holy places of Christianity. Pilgrims' travels to
Palestine were considered especially good.

Prescription is a sentence that expresses a prescription, command, or requirement.
Most often in this capacity are various regulatory statements, defining the rules of
conduct established by society.

Propaedeutics — the introduction to the course of any science, is taught in a concise
and elementary form; presentation of preliminary knowledge about something.

Providentialism — theological understanding of the causes of social events as a

manifestation of the will of God, and their meaning - as a predetermined intention of
God (providence).
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Rationalism — 1) in a broad sense is a philosophical direction, contrasts mysticism,
theology, irrationalism with the belief in the ability of the human mind to learn the
laws of nature and society, 2) the direction in the theory of knowledge, which, in
contrast to sensationalism (empiricism), is considered the only source and criterion of
knowledge, mind (theoretical thinking).

Religious dogmas — the provisions of dogma, approved by the highest ecclesiastical
authorities, are issued by the church for absolute and undeniable truth.

Religious fatalism is an anti-scientific concept, according to which the course of
events in nature, society, and in the life of each person is predetermined by God, by
his will.

Reminiscence is a mnemonic effect characterized by a sudden recollection of
perceived material without repeating it after a long time.

Revelation is a term that denoted in theology “all that God himself revealed to
people about himself and about the true faith in him”. As stated in church sources,
God reveals himself to every person through the visible world (nature), human
conscience (“the voice of God in us”), providential history of mankind or through
supernatural revelation, which, being the main and decisive source, is considered as
an undeniable source divine truths. A special genre of early Christian and Jewish
literature is also called a revelation.

Sacred — endowed with God's grace. These are religious faith, sacraments, church,
persons elevated to the priesthood, things and actions related to a religious cult. The
sacred, in contrast to the mundane, is religiously sanctioned.

Satura is a genre of Roman literature, originally a combination of varied in form and
content of poetic and prose works.

Sensationalism — a direction in the theory of knowledge, recognizes the feeling of
the only source of knowledge. It is opposite to rationalism.

Skepticism — a philosophical doctrine, casts doubt on the possibility of reliable
knowledge of the objective world.

Substance is a philosophical category for designating the ultimate basis of the whole
diversity of natural and historical phenomena, which is the self-movement of matter.

Syllogism — deductive reasoning, in which of the two judgments, which are called
premises, they receive due to their third judgment a conclusion.

Temporal - referring to time, indicating a time period of time.
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Theocentrism is a fundamental principle in theology and religious philosophy,
according to which the one God is proclaimed absolute beginning and center of the
Universe, absolute, perfect, supreme being, the source of all life and any good. God is
thought of as the creator, the keeper of the phenomenal world.

Theism is a religious worldview, which is based on the understanding of God as a
person who created the world and interferes with its actions.

Theodicy (“justification of God”) is a religious-philosophical doctrine that aims to
eliminate the contradictions between faith in the omnipotent and fair god and the
presence of evil on earth by “proving” that evil itself is good.

The Old Testament — the first part of the Bible, is recognized as the "holy scripture"
by Judaism and Christianity.

Theology is the doctrine of God, built on the basis of logical and scholastic
interpretations of “holy scripture,” which is considered to be divinely inspired, divine
revelation.
